
GOLF HOUSE POLICIES 
 

 

 
Property/Complex 
Juniors must remain on Golf House Tennessee property at all times, unless escorted by a 
counselor or given permission to leave by a counselor.  Golf House Tennessee property 
includes the Little Course at Aspen Grove, the Jake Fondren Practice Tee, and the Vince 
Gill Putting Course.  The Legends Club of Tennessee property is off limits.  Permission 
must be given by a counselor before juniors can go to the Legends Clubhouse or 
property. 
 
Building/Complex 
Juniors are restricted to the Dorm areas, Cafeteria, Pro Shop and patio areas within and 
around Golf House Tennessee.  The Administrative offices and museum areas are off 
limits unless otherwise given permission by a counselor.  At night, a motion detector 
alarm system is set in the main building. 
SPIKES are NOT to be worn in the museum and administrative areas or on wooden 
floors. 
 
Dormitory Areas 
Keep all exterior Dorm Room Doors closed unless in the case of an emergency!  An 
alarm will activate after lights out.  Radios are permitted in dorm rooms (no TV's) but 
must be played at a level that does not disturb others. 
NO FOOD OR DRINKS are allowed in the Dormitory area.  Students may use the 
cafeteria.  If a student brings food or drinks, it will be checked in with a counselor and 
kept in the kitchen.  NO GUM will be allowed at Golf House Tennessee.  Tobacco, 
Alcohol and Weapons are prohibited.  Violators will be sent home - No Refunds!  No 
climbing on top of wardrobes or bunk beds except for rest or sleep.  No jumping on any 
part of bunk beds. 
 
Bathrooms 
NO SPIKES ALLOWED. 
Must be kept clean daily.  Flush toilet after each use.  Use trash cans and take towels back 
to rooms.  Do not leave toiletries and shave kits, soap and shampoo in bathrooms.  Report 
all damage or problems if you discover anything.  Shower daily at time of your choosing.  
Towel racks inside wardrobes should be used to dry towels each day. 
 
Sara Lee Dining Hall/Cafeteria Area 
Students are not allowed in the kitchen part of the cafeteria.  All electronic equipment 
will be operated by adults/counselors only!  During meal times HATS/CAPS are not 
permitted in the cafeteria (male or female)! 
 
Lights Out 
Lights out is strictly enforced.  Violators may be placed in detention sleeping areas.

One pay phone in the dormitory is available for juniors at all times.  When others are 
waiting to use the phone, please limit your call the three (3) minutes.   
 
 

Clubs/Club Storage Room 
No clubs inside dorm rooms, including putters.  All clubs and shoes must remain in club 
storage area when not in use on the course.  Do NOT leave clubs unattended on the 
course, putting green or practice area. 
 
 

Cars 
Keys must be checked in with the counselor upon arrival and students will not be 
permitted to drive during the week.  Students must call parents before checking out so 
parents will know your expected arrival time. 
 
 

Legends Club of Tennessee 
Play on the two Legends Courses will be supervised by counselors.  Students may not 
play without counselors permission and supervision. 
 
 

Little Course at Conner Lane 
Respect the rights of others.  Check first with golf shop before teeing off.  Repair divots, 
ball marks, rake bunkers.  Use trash cans.  Let adults/faster players play through.  Do not 
hit balls into parking lot, building area, or onto Franklin Road.  Students who are caught 
doing this on purpose  will be expelled and required to pay for damages.  Pull carts are 
available for $2.25 per day. 
 
Jake Fondren Practice Tee 
Safety! Safety! Safety! 
Allow good spacing between you and others.  Be conscious of blisters on hands, feet, and 
sunburn.  First Aid Kit will be at the range daily.  Drink plenty of water.  Put trash in 
trash cans. 
 
Sickness/First Aid/Medicine
