An Epidemic of Injuries Plague College Athletes

Just 20 years old, the softball player had
already endured six knee surgeries when her
right arm went numb after throwing to home.
Doctors diagnosed a separated shoulder, and
Samantha Puzey had yet another round of
surgery. Now she spends 15 hours each week
with an athletic trainer at the University of
Nevada at Reno, struggling to strengthen that
stiff shoulder. She still can't throw. And in cold
weather, she feels a knifing pain in her arthritic
knee.

For many athletes like Sam Puzey, college sports is riddled with chronic injuries that continue to vex
the players throughout their college careers. Athletic departments at all levels of the NCAA report a
steady rise in overuse injuries as athletes arrive on campus increasingly worn down from high-
octane, year-round experiences in a single sport.
